This Roma only seminar will bring together 20 young women (aged 18 - 32) from Eastern and Central Europe countries for 7 days of innovative and creative training.  Applicants need to  make a  commitment to be involved in an electronic networking group/forum, local community projects, other training seminars, team visits and internships.

The main objectives of this programme are:

· To contribute to a elimination of gender – based violence in the region.

· To empower young Roma women with leadership skills and community building skills in order that they can continue to develop future programmes working towards the main aims of this project by engaging young adults in their own transformation processes based within their communities. 

· The project’s primary focus is to train over 24 young adult Roma multipliers from Eastern Europe over a 2-year period. As part of the integral process of the whole programme, it is expected that the qualifications and skills gained through the training programmes will be further shared and passed onto others within their local and/or national context and within their organisations / projects.

Key concepts in the integrated training programmes:

· To equip gender aware skilled Roma women in their communities, regionally and in the ecumenical movement;

· To encourage knowledge about the transformation concepts of gender, development and overcoming women's oppression within the Roma context;

· To develop skills in analytical tools to access plan, monitor and evaluate development programmes;

· To  learn skills of assessment, planning and implementation of training programmes;

· To  enable  opportunities for participants and members of the facilitation teams to learn from each other.

The programme elements of this project are designed in such a way as to motivate and encourage the participants (and their sending organisations):

· To deepen the regional analysis of issues and concerns as they affect young Roma women and the communities they live in; 

· To organise around these issues and to develop effective diaconial justice projects and networks (i.e. not to continue working in isolation or in competition;

· To  identify the barriers against the full participation of young Roma women and strategies to overcome this barriers;

· To emphasis the processes of awareness raising and empowerment to enable participants to be able to determine of their own development;

· To create a structure and a space where women can come together to develop links, strengthen their voice, share their experience, fears, and reflections as women, and to be able to explore and reconcile some of the differences between them; and

· To provide the opportunity for women to have the time free from their usual responsibilities to deepen their faith and participate in ecumenical formation and learning processes.
PARTICIPANTS:

The seminar  will bring together  up to 24 young women multipliers  from a variety of backgrounds who come from the various countries in Eastern and Central Europe.  Participants need to have a basic knowledge of English and are expected to commit themselves to be involved in the project  in the future.  As part of the integral process of the whole programme, it is expected that the qualifications and skills gained through the programme will be further shared and passed onto others within their local and/or national context and within their organisations and projects.The target group is young Roma women, aged 18 to 30 years, from Eastern Europe and Central Europe.  The participants will be;

· Involved or want to be involved in young women’s’ Roma concerns and issues from the Roma communities, Churches / Faith Communities and NGO’s.

· Able to multiply their experience within their community or organisation and share the skills and knowledge learned.

· Should have basic English language skills or willing to do a intensive English course.

· Can make a commitment for the 2 whole year programme.
